Know your rights The granting of rights is part of every agreement. It is one of the assets with which a deal is negotiated. For
terms not covered by WGGB minimum terms agreements, if the fee offered is less than an equivalent WGGB minimum fee then the
terms should be limited accordingly, eg fewer rights should be granted, for a shorter length of time, ideally on a non-exclusive basis.
